How to make a Christingle
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What is a Christingle?
The Christingle itself is a lighted candle mounted in an orange, which has a red ribbon or tape around it.

Also mounted in the orange are four cocktail sticks each carrying a few pieces of dried fruit or sweets.

A Christingle is easy for children to make, though this should be done under supervision.

What does it mean?

· The orange represents the world.

· The candle stands for Jesus, the Light of the World.
· The red ribbon symbolises forgiveness and the blood of Christ.

· The sweets and fruit are symbolic of the good things that the earth provides - north, south, east and west.
You will need
· An Orange
· Double sided tape

· Red ribbon

· Scissors

· 4 cocktail sticks

· Sweets and/or dried fruits

· An apple corer

· Kitchen foil

· A white candle

Wrap the double sided tape around the middle of the orange and stick the ribbon over the top.  Tie a small knot to hold the ribbon in place and trim the ends.  Use the apple corer to make a hole at the top of the orange for the candle to sit in.  Skewer 3-4 sweets and/or fruits onto each cocktail stick and arrange them evenly around the hole to represent north, south, east and west.  Wrap foil around the bottom of the candle and push it firmly into place.
