In Maths the children will recognise numbers to 100,
add, subtract, use simple multiplication and understand
sharing as division.

In R.E. children will be identifying and talking about
special places.

In P.S.H.E. the children will be learning about 'Fake is a
Mistake' with Heartsmart.

In Music the children will learn o explore, respond to
and recognise solo sounds and layers of sounds.

In Science the children will be learning more about
plants and the lifecycle of a plant.

In P.E. the children will develop co-ordination when
using equipment and will develop agility skills in order to
react and respond quickly.
