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What's it all about?

In this topic your child will:

e learn about nocturnal woodland creatures, in particular
owls.

e learn about light and dark and how we can use
technology to discover new things.

e act out parts from the story '‘Owl Babies'.

e also be exploring the story of the 'Enormous Turnip'.

The topic will start with the children discovering a dark area
in the classroom which they will need to help complete. How
could we make it darker? What light sources could we use?
Why are there three baby owls all by themselves?

Outcome: 'Owl Babies'

At the end of the topic your child will be able to act out parts
of the story, describe characters, recognise words and
phrases from the stories, solve number and measure problems
and learn how to be creative in art, music and dance.

Physical Development: Pupils will learn how to:

e write recognisable letters.
o travel with confidence and skill; over, under and through balancing and climbing equipment.
o use different tools correctly and safely.
