The RE curriculum is based on the Hampshire RE syllabus Living Difference III and incorporates elements of Understanding Christianity. 

At Manor, the children are taught about concepts in different religions using a concept wheel approach which covers the following: 

• Communicate ideas 

• Apply knowledge 

• Enquire about a concept 

• Contextualise through a religious context 

• Evaluate the concept / big idea

• educational visits 

• Collective Worship 

• visits from the local clergy and Christian and Hindu visitors  

• use of RE resources
