Expansion Drop-In Session

Thank you to all of the
family members that were
able to come along to our
consultation drop-in session last night. Local
Authority Officers were able to clarify a few

points regarding the proposal to increase
the age range at Manor. Some of the key
messages shared were:

- The expansion would be a gradual
process year on year, starting with
year 3.

- The school would only be increasing
by 15 pupils — the number of pupils
on roll at Manor would change
from 90 to 105.

- If the proposal goes ahead in
September 2026, all children
currently on roll would be able to
stay at Manor.

- We will continue to encourage the
families at Manor to walk, scoot,
cycle or use the Park and Stride to
travel to Manor at drop off and pick
up times in order to reduce the
amount of traffic outside of the
school gates and in the nearby
roads.
